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POLICY 

 

To provide financial assistance, through its Legal Action Fund, for use by chapters, individual 

members, or groups of FMCA members, in activities to protect a reasonable use of recreational 

vehicles. 

 

 

PROCEDURES 
 

1. All requests for financial assistance by chapters, individual members or groups of FMCA 

members shall be sent to the Governmental and Legislative Affairs Committee for 

consideration and approval. 

 

2. All requests for financial assistance as approved by the Governmental and Legislative Affairs 

Committee will be referred to the appropriate Area Vice President, or the President in national 

issues, for his or her information.  The sum of money for such assistance shall not exceed 

$2,000 for any one instance and be subject to the approval of the President.  Greater amounts 

must be approved by the Executive Board. 

 

3. Any financial assistance approved shall be paid to the provider of the services.  Individual 

chapters or FMCA members are not to be reimbursed without specific prior approval by the 

President and the Treasurer. 

 

4. The President and Treasurer shall be accountable for this fund and make a yearly report to the 

Executive Board.
